An Agricultural Fair has as one of its main objectives the exhibition of outstanding animals, agricultural products, arts, crafts,
fancy work, food and flowers. In addition to this, as stated in our mission statement, the Northern Maine Agricultural Fair places great
importance and emphasis on educating the public about the rural and agricultural way of life. These exhibitions serve as a wonderful
way to show people the talents and skills of others in our community as well as fostering an interest in these activities among the
general population and, perhaps most importantly, future generations.

IMPORTANT NOTICE
Federal law requires that we report to the Internal Revenue Service prizes, awards or premiums paid to any individual or
partnership if the amount paid aggregate $600.00 or more. We are also required to provide the Federal Identification (E.l.)
number or Social Security number. If we are not furnished the (E.l.) or Social Security number or are furnished an incorrect
number we must withhold 30% of the amount to be paid. Accordingly, it is most important that all persons furnish us with
their numbers, if exhibiting or participating in fair activities where premiums or prizes may be awarded.

GENERAL INFORMATION
The One Hundred and Sixty-eight Annual Northern Maine Agricultural Fair
opens to the public Thursday, August 3" 2022.

MANAGEMENT WILL CONSIDER IT AN ACT OF KINDNESS IF MISTREATMENT OR EXTORTION, PRACTICED BY ANY
EMPLOYEE OF THE FAIR OR CONCESSIONIST, IS REPORTED AT ONCE. DO NOT WAIT UNTIL THE FAIR IS OVER TO MAKE
A COMPLAINT. REPORT COMPLAINT IMMEDIATELY TO THE FAIR OFFICE LOCATED IN THE NORTHERN MAINE FORUM.

RULES GOVERNING ENTRIES, EXHIBITS AND AWARDS
1. Rules established by the Northern Maine Agricultural Fair Board and its committees must be fully complied with. The decision of the
Northern Maine Agricultural Fair Board and its committees will be final.
2. Disregard of any rule by an exhibitor or concessionaire forfeits all premiums, rights and privileges without recourse.
3. Exhibitors may advertise and distribute from their places of exhibit only. Any distribution and advertising matter that conflicts with a
concession sold by the management is prohibited.
4. Articles for exhibition sent by Express or otherwise without someone to take care of them will be returned unopened.
5. A firm, to be entitled to exhibit as such, must have been organized for a time not less than sixty days preceding the closing of entries.
6. A firm will be regarded as one exhibitor.
7. No exhibitor shall compete against himself, either directly or indirectly, and any person entering borrowed articles, vegetables, or
other products, or making fraudulent representation in reference to any exhibit, will forfeit all premiums which may have been awarded.
The Association also reserves the right to accept or reject any entry made for any premium offered, and no premium will be paid unless
all requirements have been fulfilled.
8. Exhibitors will have the right to sell their exhibits, but same must not be removed during the Fair. Violation of this rule will be sufficient
grounds for withholding any premium the display may have earned.
9. The Association assumes no responsibility in case of loss, or damage to stock, or other exhibits from any cause, and on this
condition only are exhibits accepted.

ENTRIES
1. Entry blanks may be obtained from the Superintendent of each department, or can be printed directly from this Premium Book.
2. Applications for entries in all departments will be made for that purpose and must be in full compliance with the printed instructions
on same. Forms are available now throughout this Premium Book. If no deadline is noted for entry forms to be submitted, then they are
due at time of arrival! No premiums will be paid without entry form received in advance.
3. Incomplete entries will be returned for correction when there is time to do so. Exhibitors are urged to enter early and to use great
care in filling out entry blanks. This will save work and annoyance for both exhibitors and management.

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4. Collections and displays must be made up of specimens other than those entered in single classes.

5. Entries in the Agricultural Department must be true name.

6. Please see individual department sections of this book for the entry times for items. This may not apply to 4-H Club entries, which
may close earlier — consult your Extension Agent for closing time and date.

7. NMFA reserves the right to limit entries to less entries than are published in this Premium Book.

AWARDS
1. Articles classed as children’s work, pictures, oil paintings and photographs, senior citizens’ work, household articles and needlework
that have been awarded first prize at any previous fair cannot be entered singly or collectively.
. Awards will be made by the single judge system.
. No unworthy exhibit will be awarded a premium.
. The following colors will be used to designate awards: First - Blue; Second - Red; Third - White.
. Premiums in all departments will be paid as soon as possible.

RELEASES
1. No article may be removed from the hall before 5 PM, Sunday, August 6, 2023, without forfeiting all claims to the premiums.
2. Items entered for exhibit at the Fair may be picked up on Sunday, August 6" from 5PM - 9:00 PM — No Entry Passes will be given to
pick up exhibits on Sunday. Arrangements can be made to pick up your items at another time if you are unable to return on August 6.
3. See individual departments concerning release time of animals.

PROTESTS AND APPEALS
Any exhibitor lodging a protest must make it in writing and deliver it to the Northern Maine Agricultural Fair Assn. Secretary within
twelve hours after the award complaint is made. It must state plainly the cause of complaint or appeal and must be accompanied by a
deposit of $5.00, which sum shall be forfeited if said protest is not sustained by the Trustees or by the persons delegated by them to
deal with same, whose decision shall be final and no further appeal shall be considered.

CONCESSIONS AND PRIVILEGES
1. Anyone wishing to rent Concession Space or Privileges will apply to the President or their designee.
2. Concessions are liable to strict supervision by the management who reserve the right to enforce whatever rules appear necessary for
the regulation of concessions.
3. The abuse of any privilege granted, by extortion, impure food, sale of dishonest goods, unclean booths, or acts or practices
objectionable to the management, will forfeit all rights and privileges, and be asked to leave the Fair Grounds.
4. No dealer shall be allowed to sell horses, ponies, cattle or other livestock on grounds during the Fair, unless authorized by the Fair
Board of Trustees.
5. All concessionaires will be required to keep the space assigned to them in a clean and orderly condition, by removing there from all
filth and litter PRIOR TO 9 AM EACH MORNING. This rule will be strictly enforced by the Chairman of the Grounds - Committee and
the President.

PARKING GENERAL
1. STRICT PARKING REGULATIONS will be in effect on the Fair Grounds. PARKING WILL NOT BE ALLOWED IN THE FOLLOWING
AREAS: Fire Lanes -- Roadways -- Footpaths -- Posted No Parking Areas, ALL VEHICLES PARKED IN THESE AREAS WILL BE
TOWED AWAY! NO PARKING AROUND TRACK OR PADDOCK AREA.
2. Parking regulations are for the benefit of all, and to be a benefit for all, THEY WILL BE STRICTLY ENFORCED.

PARKING OF CAMPING - RECREATIONAL TYPE VEHICLES ON FAIR GROUNDS
1. All rental fees are to be paid at the time of arrival. Parking of these vehicles by Concessionaires, and Midway Personnel, must be
approved by the President or their designee. No one else is authorized to permit camper parking overnight, on the fairgrounds, and no
campers are authorized to park over-night in fair designated parking lots. Prices determined by Fair Board.
2. The President or their designee will assign and control all camping spaces assigned. Due to space limitations in the Agricultural
Area, these spaces will be on a first-come basis, with those living at great distance from Presque Isle, Maine, given preference over
those living in surrounding towns. This rule must be strictly enforced. All livestock exhibitors, with living quarter type vehicles will be
required to pay for the Fair week. Prices determined by the Board of Trustees.
3. Any camping unit found in other than an Authorized Parking Area, will be towed away. Authorized Parking Stickers will be affixed to
each vehicle when space is assigned.
5. Horse Show Exhibitors will be assigned spaces to park their vehicles by Horse Show Management Personnel. All Living Quarter
Type Vehicles will be required to pay space rental. Prices will be determined by the Board of Trustees.

PASSES
Passes to the Fair for ALL departments, ALL Exhibitors and ALL vendors shall be distributed by the Gate Superintendent under the
policy adopted by the Board of Directors.
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CODE OF CONDUCT

In order to provide a safe and pleasant family-oriented environment, the Northern Maine Fair Board of Trustees asks all our participants
and attendees for your cooperation in complying with the Northern Maine Fair's Code of Conduct.

Anyone attending events either as an exhibitor, vendor, advisor, volunteer, parent, superintendent, judge, committee member or fair
official and staff must conduct themselves in a manner that demonstrates the utmost respect for others.

This code of conduct and rules are applicable to any event held at the Northern Maine Fairgrounds, including but not limited to
meetings, clinics, contests, shows, annual fair, etc. Consequences to violating this code of conduct may include but are not limited to:

Verbal Warning

Written Warning

Removal from Fairgrounds

Suspension, reduction and/or loss of premiums or prize monies
Loss of future show privileges

Loss of privilege to be on the Northern Maine Fairgrounds property

The act of making an entry in the fair, participating, and/or attending any event on the Northern Maine Fairgrounds is giving verification
that you will abide by the code of conduct and understand the consequences of, and penalties provided for actions prohibited by the
code.

Exhibitors, Vendors, Advisors, Volunteers, Parents, Family Members, Superintendents, Judges, Committee Members and Fair Officials
and Staff MUST:

e Be responsible for your own behavior/conduct and uphold high standards for the group and accept consequences for
inappropriate behavior. Adults have a special responsibility to set positive examples and serve as positive role
models for youth by what they do and say.

e Support and abide by the rules set forth by the Northern Maine Fair Board of Trustees, Superintendents, Committees

and Clubs

Practice good citizenship, leadership, and self-governance

Follow the direction of staff

Demonstrate positive sportsmanship and attitudes at all times

Be courteous and respectful to others

Use appropriate language at ALL times

Respect and adhere to guidelines of the Northern Maine Fair Code of Conduct and all rules and regulations that

apply to participation/competition

Behavior, Conduct, and Activities Not Permitted at events held at the Northern Maine Fairgrounds.

Unsportsmanlike, unethical, immoral conduct
Improper language (i.e., profanity)
Bullying, intimidation, belittling
Harassment in any form to include: any unwanted behavior, physical or verbal (or even suggested), that makes a
reasonable person feel uncomfortable, humiliated, or mentally distressed, including physical contact and verbal
abuse that causes emotional distress to the harassed.
Threats of bodily harm to any person or person’s pets/livestock
Soliciting other fairgoers outside paid booth spaces
e Possession or consumption of alcohol (except at Northern Maine Fair Board of Trustees approved events or at the
Beer Booth)
Possession or consumption of illegal drugs, including the use of tobacco by a minor
e Possession or use of weapons or fireworks (Except with prior approval from the Northern Maine Fair Board of
Trustees)
Possession or use of harmful objects with the intent to harm or intimidate others
Destruction of property
e Postings, listings, pictures, and clothing that are deemed inappropriate on fairgrounds or on Social Media forums

The leadership of the Northern Maine Fair Board of Trustees may act on violations at any time with the assistance of the law
enforcement personnel when the situation warrants. The Northern Maine Fair Board of Trustees reserves the right to remove
any person, at their discretion, from the grounds who violates the Code of Conduct. The Northern Maine Fair Board of
Trustees reserves the right to amend, change or add to these rules and regulations as they, in their judgement, may deem
advisable. All Northern Maine Fair Board of Trustees decisions are Final.

GENERAL INFORMATION

All “Open” livestock exhibitors must have their animals on the fairgrounds no later than 6 PM on Thursday, August 3, 2023. Animals will
be released at 6 PM on Sunday, August 6, 2023. All livestock exhibitors, (including 4-H families and leaders) who wish to park a
camper, or set up a tent, in livestock area, must pay the rental fee determined by the fair. The President will designate a member of the
board to assign campsites and collect campsite rental. All campers must be parked in fair designated campsite lots, and must follow all
rules established by the fair, and also rules established by D.H.H.S. for campgrounds at agricultural fairs. Cruelty to animals will not be
tolerated! Any Exhibitor furnishing liquor to minors will be dismissed from the fairgrounds and all premiums will be forfeited!

GENERAL
A. All Livestock Exhibitors must complete an official Entry Form and turn it in to the Superintendent at time of arrival. Forms will
be kept by the Fair Secretary.
B. ALL OPEN & 4-H LIVESTOCK EXHIBITORS WILL BE RELEASED AT 6:00 PM ON Sunday, August 6™ 2023. (An exception

will be granted by the Animals Committee only for open exhibitors who are registered at other fairs beginning the following
day.) Leaving early will result in forfeit of premiums. This includes rabbits.

C. 4-H & FFA members may enter an open livestock exhibit. Non 4-H and FFA exhibitors will be given first priority for invitations.

D. All Open Exhibitors must perform a 30 minute demonstration each day of the fair. The Superintendent will prepare this
schedule.

E. Livestock exhibitors are encouraged to bring an extra animal for display in the Animal Experience. Please help support this
exhibit. If interested, please call the Livestock Superintendent.

F. Open livestock exhibitors will be selected only by the invitation of the Animals Committee. To request an invitation, please

contact a member of the committee. PRIORITY WILL BE GIVEN TO LOCAL HERDS!

Open BEEF, DAIRY, GOAT, and SHEEP are open to both grade and registered female animals. State law requires that all
male animals over 6 months old shown at agricultural fairs be registered, and papers will be checked.

The Animals Committee reserves the right to limit entries to more or less entries than are published in this Premium Book.
Livestock and 4-H Exhibitors will get their Fair Passes from the Gate Superintendent.

LIABILITY INSURANCE
Livestock owners must have a certificate of general liability insurance on any animal you bring on the fairgrounds, or be covered by
membership in the Maine Livestock Exhibitors Association.

SPECIAL NOTICES:

The Animals Committee has full authority over the entire livestock area, and their decision will be final and binding on all
livestock exhibitors. Livestock are: all cattle, sheep, swine, rabbits, poultry, and/or any other animals brought into the livestock area as
defined in this section.

All livestock exhibitors must obey the Rules of Governing the Prevention and Control of Certain Diseases of Domestic
Animals and Poultry established by the Commissioner of Agriculture and regulated by the Maine Department of Agriculture, Food and
Rural Resources, Division of Animal Health and Industry. (For a copy of these rules, contact the livestock superintendent. A copy will be
on file in the livestock superintendent’s office.)

Scrapie tags are required for all sheep and goats that are exhibiting at the fair. Please contact DACF or USDA with
questions.

BEDDING - HAY
Shavings will be provided for all 4-H and open livestock exhibitors only! All livestock exhibitors will be expected to have their
livestock exhibits neat and tidy for ALL fair hours!

ALL OPEN LIVESTOCK EXHIBIT CRITERIA
The purpose of this contest format will be to create a more attractive, more educational, and more interactive exhibit for fairgoers, and
therefore the entrants will be judged accordingly. Entries in each category will be judged for their overall exhibit, and premiums will be
paid accordingly. Judging will be ongoing throughout the fair week by a team of judges appointed by the livestock committee. They will
use the following

criteria to make their selection:

1) GENERAL APPEARANCE 30%
a) daily appearance of animals and stalls
b) daily appearance of exhibitors
c) neatness of equipment and tack
2) EDUCATIONAL VALUE 45%
a) signs, name cards, etc.
b) level of representation of the animals and industry represented
c) cooperation with 4-H and FFA judging contests
d) demonstrating the preparation of animals for show
3) INTERACTION WITH FAIRGOERS 25%
a) time spent with the exhibit during fair hours
b) level of willingness to talk with fairgoers about the animals and industry represented
c) Time spent displaying animals in the show ring during fair hours

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Division 1 — OPEN BEEF CATTLE
Open Beef Cattle exhibitors are required to display a herd of no less than 8 cattle consisting of a minimum of 2 calves, 2 heifers, and 2
cows. The remaining may be of any age. Exhibitors will be limited to one male animal that is less than 6 months old. All exhibitors are
required to make their animals available for 4-H and FFA judging contests. Three entries by invitation in this class.

Division 2 — DAIRY CATTLE
Open Dairy Cattle exhibitors are required to display a herd of no less than 8 cattle consisting of a minimum of 2 calves, 2 heifers, and 2
cows (one of which must be milking and made available for the milking demonstration). The remaining may be of any age. Exhibitors
will be limited to one male animal that is less than 6 months old. All exhibitors are required to make their animals available for 4-H and
FFA judging contests. Three entries by invitation in this class.

Division 3 — SHEEP
Open Sheep exhibitors are required to display a flock of no less than 8 sheep consisting of a minimum of 2 female lambs under 1 year
old, and 2 yearling lambs over one year of age. The remaining may be of any age. All exhibitors are required to make their animals
available for 4-H and FFA judging contests. Four entries by invitation in this class. Scrapie tags are required for all sheep and goats that
are exhibiting at the fair. Please contact DACF or USDA with questions. Three entries by invitation in this class.

Division 4 — OPEN GOAT
Open Goat exhibitors are required to display a herd of no less than 6 goats, consisting of a minimum of 2 male or female goats less
than 6 months of age, and 2 female goats over one year age. The remaining may be of any age. All exhibitors are required to make
their animals available for 4-H and FFA judging contests and demonstrations. Four entries by invitation in this class. Scrapie tags are
required for all sheep and goats that are exhibiting at the fair. Please contact DACF or USDA with questions. Three entries by invitation
in this class.

Division 5 — OPEN LARGE ANIMAL EXHIBIT
The open large animal contest is open to draft horses, oxen, llamas, buffalo, beefalo, exotic breeds of cattle and other animals
approved by the livestock superintendent. Open Large animal exhibitors are required to display a herd/flock of no less than 6 animals,
of which, at least 2 must be mature. The remaining may be of any age. Contact the superintendent for special barn/pen/cage
requirements. Three entries by invitation in this class.

Division 6 — OPEN SMALL ANIMAL EXHIBIT
The open small animal contests is open to miniature horses, draft ponies, mules, donkeys, exotic sheep or goats, fallow or red deer,
pigs, ostriches, emus, and other animals approved by the livestock superintendent. Open small animal exhibitors are required to display
a herd/flock of no less than 6 animals, of which, at least 2 must be mature. The remaining may be of any age. Contact the
superintendent for special barn/pen/cage requirements. Three entries by invitation in this class.

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Division 7 — CATTLE BIRTHING EXHIBIT
The superintendent will invite exhibitors to display six cows that are scheduled to give birth during the fair dates. The fair will pay a
premium of $100.00 for each cow that gives birth during the fair. Please contact the livestock superintendent if you have a cow you
would like to enter in this exhibit.

Division 8 - MOTHER & BABY NURSERY DISPLAY
Mother and Baby Nursery Display exhibitors are required to display a mother and baby animal, cow/calf, ewe/lamb, pig/piglets, goat/kid,
mare/foal, etc... Baby(s) must not be over 2 months of age at start of fair. Number of entries will be limited to five, and will be invited at
the invitation of the Animals Committee. Please contact us if you are interested in being an exhibitor in this class. The five entries in
each category will be judged for their overall exhibit, and premiums will be paid for 1st, 2nd, 3rd, 4th, and 5th place. Judging will be
ongoing throughout the fair week by a team of judges appointed by the Animals Committee. Five entries by invitation in this class.

DIVISION 9 - CHILD LIVESTOCK CONTESTS - Livestock Show Ring
The purpose of this contest is to create an opportunity for children ages 4-10 to participate in a livestock show contest at the Northern
Maine Agricultural Fair. It is our hope that this contest will encourage kids to continue to participate for years to come as 4-H members,
or Open livestock exhibitors.

Eligible animals for these contests are: Calves (under 6 months), donkeys, ponies, sheep, goats, alpacas, or piglets (under 35 Ibs).
Child must be able to control animal or may be asked to leave and forfeit premiums. Animals over six months old must be castrated.

These contests will be judged or timed solely at the discretion of the appointed judge and will be final. The judge may create additional
“ribbon only” classes at his/her discretion.

Participants must be between the ages of 4 and 10 years old at time of fair. They may NOT be entered in any other Livestock or 4-H
Livestock contest. Participants must follow all other rules of the Livestock Department, including insurance coverage (see page 5).

Each child may enter up to one animal per class as described below: Animal may be leased or borrowed as long as it has been in their
possession for at least 30 days prior to the fair. Animals borrowed less than 30 days will be eligible for ribbon only.

Class #1 Showmanship - Children will show together in one group in a show ring format. They will be judged based on their ability
to hand le the animal, pay attention to the judge, cleanliness of animal, and their overall ability to present their animal

3. Only owners, drivers, and mechanics will be permitted in the pit area or on the track. NO EXCEPTIONS!

4. NO ALCOHOLIC beverages are allowed. Any owners, drivers or pit crew caught drinking will result in automatic disqualification of car.

Any unsportsmanlike behavior may result in disqualification. NO OBSCENITIES MAY BE DISPLAYED ON CARS! Front doors must be
kept clean for car numbers ONLY!

5. Tires must be stock size and filled with air only. Antifreeze must be removed and replaced with water. SUBJECT TO INSPECTION BY
TECH PERSONNEL!

6. All cars will be inspected prior to the derby for all rules and regulations.

7. ENTER EARLY! All drivers and cars must be entered and at the track 1 1/2 hours before the scheduled start time of the derby.

8. There will be no gate charge for drivers. There will be a $25.00 registration fee for each car entered in the derby.

Participation Rules:

1. Any American or Canadian made stock hardtop auto, station wagon or mini van is allowed. No trucks, Jeeps, Chrysler Imperials, commercial vehicles,
or hearses, etc., will be allowed.

2. All glass and chrome trim and anything that might become imbedded in the track must be removed from the car before bringing it on the fairgrounds.
Remove back seats, headliner, rugs, and clean out the trunk. Don’t leave broken glass in the doors. They must be cleaned out. Call on windshield
questions.

3. A maximum of five gallons of gasoline will be allowed. Stock gas tanks secured in right hand back seat area only. Safely tie down gas tank with metal
straps. (Recommend 5 gallon boat tank — not required.) Cars that must have electric fuel pumps need to have a shut off toggle switch mounted on the
dash on the left side of the driver and so marked or labeled.

4. Steel reinforcements will be allowed on front doors only. Reinforcements should not protrude more than 3 inches from door and should not extend
more than 6 inches on hinge or jam side of door. Roll cage for driver’s allowed. Cannot have forward or rear supports. Trailer hitches must be
removed.

5. Seat belts and helmets are required. All doors must be welded at least 8 inches top or bottom on each end of each door. You may chain doors
through each door and around the post. ALL DOORS — BOTH ENDS! Helmets must have a chin strap and must be secured. Drivers must wear
boots, gloves, shirts, and pants. NO shorts or sneakers are allowed!

6. Drivers must maneuver forward or backward. No deliberate head-on collisions or deliberately ramming driver’s door. This can lead to disqualification.

7. A time limit will be set by judges. If a driver does not hit a live car within the time limit, this can lead to disqualification. DO NOT PLAY POSSUM.

8. If hood is welded, it must have 24 X 36 inch hole in center. If trunk is welded, it must have a 24 X 36 inch hole in center. If not welded, Drivers must
use chain or wire to fasten shut for easy access in case of fire. NO reinforcements of any kind under the carriage!

9. All derby vehicles must be removed from grounds by the owner at the end of the derby. This is your responsibility, so make arrangements before
Derby time!

10. The Derby will be comprised of 5 individual heats and a “Free For All” for the first 10 cars repaired and back in line within the time set by the officials.

1. Each driver must be 18 years old or older, and fill out an entry form. Limit 2 vehicles per driver.

2. All rules and regulations must be observed or will result in disqualification. Derby officials reserve the right to approve or reject any
and all entries.

3. Only owners, drivers, and mechanics will be permitted in the pit area or on the track. NO EXCEPTIONS!

4. NO ALCOHOLIC beverages are allowed. Any owners, drivers or pit crew caught drinking will result in automatic disqualification of
vehicles. Any unsportsmanlike behavior may result in disqualification. NO OBSCENITIES MAY BE DISPLAYED ON CARS! Front doors
must be kept clean for car numbers ONLY!

5. Tires must be stock size and filled with air only. Antifreeze must be removed and replaced with water. SUBJECT TO INSPECTION BY

TECH PERSONNEL!

. All vehicles will be inspected prior to the derby for all rules and regulations.

. ENTER EARLY! All drivers and pickups must be entered and at the track 1 1/2 hours before the scheduled start time of the derby.

. There will be no gate charge for drivers. There will be a $25.00 registration fee for each car entered in the derby.

Partlmpatlon Rules:

1. Any 1/2 ton pickup or minivan is allowed.

2. All glass and chrome trim and anything that might become imbedded in the track must be removed from the pickup before bringing
it on the fairgrounds. Remove back seats, headliner, rugs, and clean out the trunk. Don’t leave broken glass in the doors. They must
be cleaned out. Call on windshield questions.

3. A maximum of five gallons of gasoline will be allowed. Stock gas tanks must be secured in front center of truck bed. Safely tie down
gas tank with metal straps. (Recommend 5 gallon boat tank — not required.) Cars that must have electric fuel pumps need to have a
shut off toggle switch mounted on the dash on the left side of the driver and so marked or labeled.

4. Steel reinforcements will be allowed on front doors only. Reinforcements should not protrude more than 3 inches from door and should not extend
more than 6 inches on hinge or jam side of door. Roll cage for driver’s allowed. Cannot have forward or rear
supports. Trailer hitches must be removed.

5. Seat belts and helmets are required. All doors must be welded at least 8 inches top or bottom on each end of each door. You may
chain doors through each door and around the post. ALL DOORS — BOTH ENDS! Helmets must have a chin strap and must be
secured. Drivers must wear boots, gloves, shirts, and pants. NO shorts or sneakers are allowed!

6. Drivers must maneuver forward or backward. No deliberate head-on collisions or deliberately ramming driver’'s door. This can lead to
disqualification.

7. A time limit will be set by judges. If a driver does not hit a live car within the time limit, this can lead to disqualification.

DO NOT PLAY POSSUM.

8. If hood is welded, it must have 24 X 36 inch hole in center. If not welded, Drivers must use chain or wire to fasten shut for easy access
in case of fire. NO reinforcements of any kind under the carriage!

9. All derby vehicles must be removed from grounds by the owner at the end of the derby. This is your responsibility, so make
arrangements before Derby time!

10. The Derby will be comprised of 5 individual heats and a “Free For All” for the first 10 pickups repaired and back in line within the time
set by the officials. Then a “Grande Finale” with cash prizes. The Finale will be comprised of the winners of each heat. RULES ARE
SUBJECT TO CHANGE TO FIT EACH EVENT!

11. Additional safety regulations may be imposed depending on the condition of the track and derby area. A drivers and pit crew
meeting will be held before the derby for additional announcements and heat assignments.

12. Pickup numbers will be assigned when registration is received. Derby officials will attach a metal sign with vehicle # to the roof of all
derby vehicles, please do not put a # on the sides of vehicle until you have a # assigned to you.

NOTICE FOR HORSE SHOW PARTICIPANTS:

1. All horses/ponies must have a Negative Coggins within the last 36 months and proof of liability insurance. Certificates
will be checked upon arrival at the show or copies may be mailed with entries. Anyone not having proof of both will not
be allowed to remain on the grounds. All out-of-state horses must have been tested within the last 6 months.

2. All participants are asked to check in at the office upon arrival, so that horse trailers and campers may be set up in
designated spots, and that you can be shown to your assigned stall/s and receive your camper or tent permit that is
required by Fair Officials.

3. At the discretion of the Judge and Show Committee, no class will be held with less than two entries.

4. Entry fees are $5.00 for all youth, equitation and showmanship classes, $5.00 for all open and adult classes, $10.00
for Youth Championship classes and $10 for stake classes.

5. Post entry is an additional $1.00 per class. Entries close Friday, July 28, 2023. After that you will be charged post
entry fees. NO REGISTERING FOR SHOW AFTER 4PM FRIDAY!

6. No entries will be accepted unless signed by owner, parent or guardian as indicated. Payment must accompany
Entries or they will not be accepted. A $25.00 fee will be charged for all checks returned for non-sufficient funds.

7. Registration papers must be presented for all breed classes. Copies may also be mailed with entries.

8. Entries will only be refunded upon receipt of a signed vet certificate. No exceptions.

9. If exhibitor wishes to use their own number for showing, it must be on the entry blank in proper place. If the number is
being used for an entry already entered, the Show Secretary holds the right to issue a number to exhibitor, which will
require a $1.00 deposit and refunded when the number is returned.

10. Camper rental: Fee must be paid with show registration!

Primitive Site — Camper (water and electric only) is $10.00 per night

Primitive Site — Tent site - $5.00 per night

Water & Sewer Site — Camper is $25.00 per night.

Campers and tents will be parked in designated areas only. Any camper or tent improperly placed will be expected to
move upon request of show officials. No dumping gray water on ground!

11. Secretaries’ booth will be open Friday, August 4" at noon and will be opened each day throughout the show.

12. No intoxicants will be displayed or consumed on the show grounds.

13. NMFA bears no responsibility or liability for accidents or injury on these grounds for the duration of the show. It has
become necessary for exhibitors to have liability insurance on the horses/ponies. Many homeowners policies cover
this, but some require special clauses to be added. Check with your insurance company to be sure you are covered.
You will be asked for proof of insurance when you register.

14. Horse trailers will be parked in areas designated by the show officials. They shall not be parked in the camper area.

15. All pets, especially dogs, are to be restrained on a leash while on the grounds at all times.

16. Ring Calls: when the Class is asked to enter the ring, you will have three (3) minutes to join the class or you will not be
allowed to enter and there will be no refunds for that or for missed classes.

17. Holds will only be permitted/recognized if the horse and/or exhibitor were entered in the previous class.

18. Novice classes are designed for novice riders, riders not having won a first or second place in another class of the
same type the day of the show or not having won more than 6 blue ribbons in their career or that of the horse.
Equitation is based on the record of the rider, and pleasure on the record of the horse in performance division classes.
If you have any questions, see the Show Superintendent.

19. If the Show cancels a class for any reason, entries prepaid will be refunded or credited toward another class. If rider
scratches a class there will be no refunds.

20. All riders must be registered at least 3 classes ahead. No one will enter the ring unless they are registered and if your
number is not on the judge’s card you will be asked to leave the ring.

21. All riders must provide a social security number in order to receive any premiums. There is a place on your entry sheet
for this information.

22. All decisions by the judge are final. Other issues will be at the discretion of the show committee and according to the
AHSA rules.

23. Show Committee asks that horses not congregate at the out gate, stands or in front of the office. This is for the safety
of exhibitors and spectators. It is everyone’s responsibility to maintain the safety rules.

24. Show Committee asks that there be no rough housing or running on horses outside the ring. Anyone exhibiting
reckless, dangerous, or inappropriate behavior will be asked to leave the fair grounds.

25. The mistreatment of any animal will not be tolerated and will be reported to the proper authorities.
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26. All riders under 18 years of age will be required to wear protective headgear.
27. Attn: Appaloosa and Paint Horses, for those of you that would like to have the results at the end of the show to go
towards your end of the year awards, please come see the secretary at the end of the show.
**** Horse Health is one of our top priorities! Due to the recent increase in respiratory illnesses in horses across
the state, and after discussion with the State Veterinarian’s office, the NMFA makes the following
recommendations for Horse Show Participants at this year’s show:

a. Horses coming from the same barns should be housed in same barns at the fair. Please let the show
officials know what horses are from your barn, and be patient with them as they assign stalls accordingly.
You may have different stalls than you are used to.

b. Please wash/sanitize your hands after handling horses. Extra Sanitizing stations will be available this year.

Do not share water hoses for filling buckets or share water buckets between horses.

Monitor your horses temperature each morning and night. Horses with temperatures will be moved away

from other horses. (horses will have a fever up to 48 hours before they become infectious to others).

Contestant will be judged on the time it takes them to cut of (2) block from a timber
008 Vertical Chop

010 Women’s Bucksaw
011 Women’s Stock Chainsaw
This event is a women'’s only event. Contestants will make (2) cuts from a timber within lines pre-marked, using stock
chainsaw. Saws may not be altered in any way. (Stock) saws must be on the ground and running. Chainsaw will be
provided.
012 Log Rolling
Two person teams will use peavey or cantdogs to propel the log by any means. The log shall be rolled from two starting
stakes to two stakes 30 feet away and back again to the starting points. The log must touch all four stakes. If the log rolls
over the boundary lines, the team will be disqualified. No part of the contestant’'s body may touch the logs.
013 Open Chain Saw, Including Modified
Contestants will make (3) cuts from a timber. Cuts must be made between lines placed by judges. Saws must be on the
ground and not started until the “go” signal.

Two person teams will have (5) matches, a block of dry wood, and his/her axe. Disqualification will result if wood is
before the signal go.
